Or the situation where you know that you have offended someone, but 
instead of going to that per​son and asking forgiveness, you come to church and say a general confession and think that that takes care of the relationship.

All People: I see what you mean.

Women: It's pretty easy to just hope that those sins will go away

Men:  That everyone will just forget about them.

Wanda: Guilt can't be just washed away in water, or left till we hope it is forgotten. The only solvent for guilt is the blood of Jesus.
