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COMMUNITY SERVE DAY 
On Sunday, 
September 27, 
members and 
friends of Faith 
United Meth-
odist Church 
are once again 

going out and putting our faith 
into action by serving people in 
our community.  We have all 
kinds of projects in mind, ways 
to bring the love of Jesus Christ 
to people around us.  By doing 
these acts of service on Sunday 
morning, we hope to connect 
with people by doing the unex-
pected.  One of the Greek words 
often used to describe worship in 
the New Testament is liturgea, 
which literally means "work of 
the people".  It is our prayer that 
this "holy work" will catch some 
by surprise and be a persuasive 
means of convincing them they 
are loved. 
 

So, here is how the day will 
look.  Rather than our normal 
schedule, we will meet at Faith 
campus at 10:00 a.m. for a brief 
service of blessing as we go out 
to serve.  Groups and individuals 
will go do the service they have 
selected such as providing and 
distributing items for the Salva-
tion Army or the Pregnancy Sup-
port Center, collecting and dis-
tributing food for needy families, 
and other services (please see the 
insert in the Sunday, August 30th 
bulletin), all the while blessing 
and being blessed by the people 
with whom they come in con-
tact.  There will be a few pro-
jects to do here at the church, 
such as preparing cards and 
notes of thanks, for anyone who 
wishes.  Then at 4:00 p.m. that 
afternoon, we will come back 
together in worship and celebra-
tion, sharing our stories and ex-
periences. 

We are asking that there be 
someone from each group who 
will take some pictures and/or 
videos as you serve, and that you 
get those pictures/videos back to 
the church office no later than 
2:00 that afternoon.  These will 
become part of our celebration 
service at 4:00.  We also ask that 
each group have at least one per-
son who will tell the rest of us a 
little about your experiences 
when we do come back together. 
 
I am excited about this unique 
opportunity to catch people by 
surprise with the incredible love 
of Christ.  I hope you will take 
part in some way, so that our 
community can see that we are 
the body of Christ out on the 
streets and not just in the sanctu-
ary. 



few of my favorite passages over 
and over again, and I am compelled 
to consider portions of Scripture I 
might otherwise pass by. 
 
Once I have figured out which pas-
sage to focus on, I work very hard 
to discern what the passage itself 
has to say, and then to make that 
message the message of my mes-
sage (get the message?).  For those 
who like such terminology, this is 
called expository preaching; letting 
the text itself shape the sermon.  I 
have known for a long time that the 
One who inspired the Word is a 
whole lot smarter than I am, and 
what God has to say is much more 
important and necessary than any-
thing I could do on my own. 
 
Another thing you probably need to 
know about me is that I ask lots of 
questions.  I have learned through 
some painful experiences to assume 
as little as possible, so I ask what 
sometimes sound like dumb or un-
necessary questions.  I pray for your 
indulgence in this; it is helpful to 
me in trying to wrap my mind 
around all of the incredible people 
and ministries we have here at 
Faith.  This practice has also been 

It is truly hard to believe we have 
only been here in Bowling Green 
for two months.  Lisa and I both 
feel so welcomed and comfortable 
here that in many good ways it feels 
far longer.  But since we are still the 
new kids on the block, I thought it 
might be a good idea to use the fo-
rum of the newsletter to tell you a 
little bit about me and how I work 
as your pastor.  Yes, I know some 
of you are thinking, "the pastor 
works?"  Anyway, I am hoping this 
can help avoid unnecessary confu-
sion as we go forward. 
 
First, let me talk a bit about my 
preaching.  For the most part, I use 
the Revised Common Lectionary to 
guide my preaching.  The lectionary 
is a listing of Scriptures for each 
week of the Christian year, includ-
ing at least one Old Testament read-
ing, usually a Psalm or portion of 
one, a Gospel reading and a portion 
from one of the New Testament 
letters.  Over the course of a 3-year 
cycle, the lectionary touches on al-
most every book and/or portion of 
the Bible, which is one of the main 
reasons I prefer to use it.  By letting 
the lectionary lead me, I am sure 
not to get stuck just preaching on a

helpful at times in stimulating inter-
esting and useful conversations 
about how we can do what we do 
even better.  So please, don't just 
roll your eyes when I ask what may 
seem a stupid question, but instead 
explain what I am not seeing in the 
spirit of Christian love and forbear-
ance. 
 
And finally (at least for this issue), 
you probably need to know I have a 
very strange sense of humor.  
Things that I think are hilarious, 
many others (often including my 
own wife and children) find taste-
less, senseless or just plain dumb.  I 
blame it all on my father, who must 
have told thousands of elephant 
jokes.  Please know I don't mean to 
offend, and please forgive me if I 
manage to offend, anyway.  And 
did you know that elephants paint 
their toenails different colors so 
they can hide in the refrigerator?  
You haven't ever seen an elephant 
in your refrigerator?
