Friends, I want to 
share with all of 
you a portion of 
the report I will be 
submitting to our 

Charge Conference meeting 
on November 21st.  This is 
part of the Congregational 
Assessment put together    
by our Natural Church Devel-
opment Health Team.  That 
assessment also includes 
some goals for the coming 
year which you will be hear-
ing much more about in the 
near future.  But I wanted you 
to join in celebrating some of 
the wonderful things God has 
going on through the people 
of Faith. 

There is much to celebrate here 
at Faith.  Despite years of       
financial hardship, especially 
including some serious bumps in 
the road concerning tax issues 
this past year, we have been able 
to provide some wonderful   

ministries, of which only a few 
will be listed here. 

We provide numerous            
opportunities for worship to 
meet a variety of needs.  Each 
Sunday morning we offer two 
very different styles of worship.  
We continue our efforts to   
make these worship services  
opportunities to encounter the 
living Christ for a wide variety 
of people with a wide variety of 
backgrounds and favored styles. 

We also added several new    
traditions to our worship        
opportunities.  In December we 
began offering a "Longest 
Night" service, designed for 
those people who are grieving or 
otherwise find it hard to find joy 
during the Christmas season.  In 
the Spring we celebrated      
Passover with a traditional Seder 
meal, whose purpose was to help 

all who participated gain a     
better understanding of Holy 
Communion.  This event was 
very well received and will be 
offered again in the coming year.  
On months with five Sundays, 
we hold a joint worship service 
on those 5th Sundays, praising 
God through music as we sing 
favorite songs and hymns. 

This past summer we provided a 
Friday morning Day Camp for 
children as young as 3 through 
5th grade, which led up to an   
all-day Vacation Bible School 
event on the last Friday of July.  
Altogether, over 70 children 
were able to hear how much God 
loves them, and to experience 
that love through this ministry.  
It was wonderfully led and well 
supported by many volunteers in 
the congregation. 
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We held an international dinner 
for persons new to our country 
and community, and were able 
to meet quite a few new   
friends, even though we didn't 
understand each other's          
languages.  Just this fall we have 
begun a new movement (called 
Faith Moves) to be more closely 
involved in the lives of those 
who live close to us.  We held a 
block party in October in the 
Springhill neighborhood, and 
were able to meet with, feed, 
entertain and start building         
relationships with over 30     
people.  As follow-up with the 

and partial payments on our  
pension and insurance obliga-
tions for the previous and current 
pastors.  The people of Faith 
continue to be incredibly faithful 
in the giving of their time and 
their money. 

Y'all, God is good, ALL the 
time, and it is exciting to think 
about what God might be   
doing next as we continue to 
seek his will.
