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He is risen! 

Those three words 
were so powerful to 
the disciples of Jesus 

that they changed their lives.  Those 
words became a rallying cry for the 
early Christians who faced persecu-
tion and death for saying and be-
lieving them.  The truth that they 
express turned a few frightened 
men and women into a force that 
immediately made a huge differ-
ence to the world in which they 
lived.  And they continue to make a 
difference.  The universal Church 
continues to grow and assault the 
gates of hell, bringing healing and 
wholeness and redemption to peo-
ple all over the world. 

So why does it seem that they have 
lost their power in our lives?  Why 
does it so often feel as if we, the 
Church here in America, in Bowl-
ing Green, are powerless?  Is there 
some way to plug back into the cur-
rent flow of God's Holy Spirit like 
we see in scripture, and in many 
parts of the world around us today? 

and his righteousness, then God 
will provide everything we need. 

As we face our future with all its 
changes and challenges, I implore 
you to focus on why we are really 
here.  The church of Jesus Christ 
exists so that people outside the 
church (inside, also) can see and 
hear of the infinite power of God's 
love.

The Transportation Company is 
B.I.H. Express, a locally, owned 
and operated company. 

The target town this effort is     
going towards is Bridgeport,   
Alabama.  Mr. Racz does not have 
relatives there.  He discovered this 
small town of approximately 
4,000 is getting little to no        
assistance.  A lot is going to    
Tuscaloosa and Birmingham, but 

(340 deaths reported as of 4/30), 
flattened homes and businesses, and 
caused billions of dollars of dam-
age.  Alabama was the hardest-hit 
state, with an estimated 213 deaths 
(249 deaths reported as of 4/30).

Tuscaloosa,  Alabama, was         
devastatingly hit by a mile-wide, 
swirling tornado on April 27, 2011, 
after some 200 tornadoes had     
already plummeted through eight 
southern states just days before.  
News reports said the outbreak was 
considered the deadliest in US    
history.  It battered the south,
